	Steps for Successful Behavior Change Programs

	To change behavior involves your commitment and ability to be open to new approaches in changing behavior.  You will also need to prepare yourself and your family to change your own behaviors to positively influence the behavior of your dog.



	1. Consistency is key. The overview and/or behavior change program that your trainer/consultant prepares for you will not be successful if used in combination with other types of training. Please do not implement other ideas or techniques (from other trainers, good intentioned people, TV or books) without discussing them with your trainer/consultant and most importantly getting approval. Without commitment to one program, everything you are doing for your dog will fail and you will be wasting your money.

2. A Behavior Change Program is a process of phases that takes months of time. Usually a problem that has been occurring for years, will take significantly longer to change. This is not an indication that the program is faulty. It simply means it takes time to change behavior and that your dog sets the pace. 
3. The fastest way to get results is the slowest way. Your dog will set the pace of progress. Going slow and steady will help insure changing emotional behavior for the better and installing reliable alternative responses.

4. Success is mostly be based on your interactions with your dog. True training occurs when your trainer/consultant isn’t around. You have to continue and maintain what you learn during a formal coaching session. 

5. Communication is critical. Please keep in contact with your trainer/consultant. We need to know what is working and what is not working in order to tweak the program to best suit your dog’s needs. 


“Parenting” a dog with behavioral issues can be a burden or a wonderful opportunity to learn more about the science of behavior. We look forward to being of assistance.
