More Information on Puppy Socialization and Classes
Early socialization is critical in helping your dog develop into a dog you want. This class will expose your puppy to different kinds of stimulation such as things to see and investigate, things to walk on, things to smell, things to listen to. Lots of handling exercises to prepare for vet visits and grooming appointments. Basic introduction to sit, follow-me, come, down, focus on owner, and leave-it.
Health Requirements:
Puppies should have received their first booster vaccination and Bordetella at least 1 week prior to the class start date, as well as a negative fecal result.

Puppies that are coughing, sneezing, have diarrhea or otherwise sick in anyway,  should stay home but owner(s) are welcome to audit for free and help with the other puppies. 
What to Bring To Class:
· your hungry puppy - avoid feeding puppy at least 3-4 hrs before class
· it's crate if it's not too big

· proof of health check - vaccination information and negative fecal test

· a martingale style collar - click here for example
· or a regular body harness for tea cup or toy dogs

· or an Easy Walk Harness - click here for example for bigger puppies

· or a Halti Harness - click here for example for bigger puppies

· or a head-collar - click here for example
· a leather or nylon 6ft or 8 ft leash

· small pea size yummy treats: Natural Balance food rolls, string cheese, Gerber Baby veal, turkey, beef food, deli meat

· Treat Pouch or Tupperware container to hold the treats - click here for example
· Signed video/photo release for your puppy - we occasionally videotape classes for multiple purposes including lectures, teaching and web pages. I will have Property Release forms with me.
